Earthdog

Certain terrer breeds, called earthdogs, were bred o go to ground

o hunt vermin Iiving in underground tunnels. Earthdog tials (also
called den trals) are competitions that tst this working abilfty and
instinct. In competiton, dogs negotiate through tums in a 30" (9.1 m)
man-made underground tunnel, using their scenting abilityto ind the
quany (such as arat) at the end of the tunnel. The quay Is protected
in a cage and not hurt. The dog must reach his quay within about 30
seconds and must work the quany (bark and sorateh).

HOW TO GET STARTED

Construct a short, wood tunnel with insde dimensions of 9° by 9"
(23x 23 o). Toss a reat barely into the entrance. Your dog should
tentatively stick his head i the tunnel and grab the food. Keep.
repeating this process, tossing treats a lte farther inside. If your dog
goes all the way through the tunnel, give him a whole handful treats.
